English: In English this half
term the children will be ana-
lysing the text, Oliver by
Charles Dickens. They will con-
tinue their learning by writing a
missing chapter from the story.
Following on from this, the
children will then explore the
dark and twisted tale of The
Highwayman by Alfred Noyes.
They will then write their own
version of the tale. After this,
the children will then be study-
ing the Giant’s Necklace by Mi-
chael Morpurgo.
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Maths: The children will be
working through a range of
topics including the relation-
ship between Fractions, Deci-
mals and Percentages, includ-
ing using them to solve prob-
lems. We will then explore the
Area, Perimeter and Volume of
guadrilateral shapes, com-
pound shapes and triangles.
Next we will be exploring Sta-
tistics, looking at how data is
represented in different types
of graphs and pie charts.

PE: In P.E. the children will be
developing their sending ans
receiving skills through
‘Tennis’ . The children will de-
velop the ability to hold a rally.

TOPICTITLE: The Victorians
Term: Spring 2
Year Group: 6

Art: The children will be look-
ing at Victorian entomology,
developing their observational
drawing and use of colour to
create paintings of insects.

Computing: Variable in Games.
This unit explores the concept of
variables in programming
through games in Scratch . We
will also be using our ICT skills to
research a question about the
Victorians.

Science: This ‘Blood and Trans-
portation’ unit is all about
blood! Learners will find out
about what components blood
is made from, how the liver
and spleen cleanse our blood
and what a blood transfusion
is. Children will also think
about how bacteria affect our
health and may be amazed to
find that most germs are in
fact, good for us!

History/Geography

The children will continue
learning about the Victorians
where we will be looming at
the cause of some major
events in that era followed by
the impact that these events
had on society. Next the chil-
dren will learn about social and
economic differences between
classes in that time whilst also
exploring the injustice of crime
and punishment.

RE: Children will learn a range of
Justice and Freedom stories
from different religions around
the world. They will link this
knowledge to everyday life.

PSHE: This term we will be
’Showing Racism The Red Card’
which will link with our unit
'Relationships’ - a unit that ex-
plores discrimination.

Spanish: In this unit ‘Yo Apren-
do Espafiol’, children will learn
to identify Spain on a map of the
world., highlight famous Spanish
cities, talk about other countries
where Spanish is spoken and say
their name in Spanish.
