English

In English this term we will be
writing our own campfire sto-
ries, which will require the chil-
dren to be creative in their ide-
as and use of language.

The children
will learn to use formal lan-
guage and develop their own
arguments that are supported
by evidence.

PE

In PE the children will be
developing their balance
and co-ordination skills
through gymnastics and
dance.

Maths

In Maths the children will
learn how to associate a
fraction with division and
calculate decimal fraction
equivalents for a simple
fraction.
